News from Rosie Roose RN, MSN and Cathy Blanford, M Ed Grief Counselor and Author at the 
Still Missed program, Hinsdale Adventist Hospital , Hinsdale , IL: 

We have just completed our first training for our new Peer Support program.  Five parents graduated 
from the program and are ready to begin offering support to families who have a loss.  We put the 
training together with the help of the SIDS First Candle program, using their manual as a starting place, 
including RTS Bereavement materials, and Still Missed resources.  In addition to sessions on perinatal 
loss, the grieving process, effective listening techniques, cultural and spiritual considerations, and 
handling that first important contact, we ended the training with a ceremony of remembrance of their 
babies.  We sent the parents off with the knowing that they can be Companions (as in Alan Wolfelt's 
words) to other grieving moms and dads.  There were many other parents who were interested in the 
program and hope to participate the next time that we offer the training.   

Still Missed has also been focusing on the children born subsequent to a loss.  We sent out a survey to 
27 parents who have had a subsequent and are getting back some very interesting information.  We 
also had a focus group with these parents where we heard a great deal about the parents' tendency to 
be overprotective with their subsequents.  These parents are eager for resources to help them in their 
parenting of their subsequents and we hope to be able to offer them something soon.  More about that 
later!

From Kelly Farley (A Bereaved Father of Two Beautiful Babies)  
Dear Friends:  
 
I wanted to take a moment to tell you about a project that I am working on for bereaved dads. This 
project has been designed to help men deal with grief after the loss of a child.  Based on my personal 
experiences and observations, many times men are overlooked or ignored when it comes to support.  It 
is not intentional, but men have a tendency not to ask for help based on our upbringing and societal 
expectations to ñbe strongò.  As a result, men grieve alone and often times bury the grief for a period of 
time before it starts to resurface again.  
 
The project objective is to create a social documentary resource book that profiles dads that have lost 
children.  In order to achieve this objective, I have been collecting stories from dads of all backgrounds. 
 I want the book to provide hope to all dads that have lost a child, so when they pick up the book they 
will be able to relate to the experiences of other grieving dads.  The goal is to let readers know they are 
not alone in the journey and that other men have dealt with the same type of emotions, societal 
expectations and loss.  
 
I will be conducting face-to-face interviews with many of the men that respond to my questionnaire on 
my website.  I want to find out how they survived the loss (or didnôt) and the impacts and changes they 
have made to their lives as a result.  In an attempt of inclusion, the stories/losses will reflect a cross-
section of men and reasons for the loss of their child.  
    
I officially launched the project on January 1, 2010 and have already received many heartbreaking 
stories and have had conversations with many of these men.  The response has been tremendous and 
proves to me even more that a resource like this is needed.  If you have a moment, please take a look 
at my project at www.GrievingDads.com and pass this email along to others that may be interested in 
the project or forward on to dads that you know that have lost a child.

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Book Review: 
From Crisis to Purpose: A Motherôs Memoir by Tonya Dorsey. Xulon Press, 
2009. 
 
Sometimes, the flu is a blessing, such as when it gives me permission to slow down and curl up with a 
good book.  By day 4 of H1N1, I could muster the strength to keep my eyes open-- and turn a page. So 
I picked up Tonya Dorseyôs book, From Crisis to Purpose: A Motherôs Memoir.  Singlehandedly, it made 
the entire bedbound week worth my while. 
 
There is so much to love about this book. It is honest, touching, peppered with humor, and the author 
doesnôt shy away from the not-so-pretty aspects of her emotional journey. She paints vivid pictures of 
her charming and funny husband, her emotional struggles with infertility, her adoption ventures, her joy 
when she becomes pregnant with baby Alexandra, her deadly complications, and the insanity wrought 
by impossibly rendered medical decisions. She writes openly about her struggles, but she doesnôt dwell 
on them. The bookôs pace and intensity is just right. Rather than skating on the surface, her narrative 
bravely explores the dark deep, but comes up often for air and sunlight.  It is a roller coaster, to be sure, 
but out of tragedy and heart wrenching grief come grace, tenderness, and love. Her babyôs memorial 
service is a stirring, poignant event and a turning point for Tonya, as dozens of other parents in her faith 
community step forward to honor and make known their own deceased babies.   
 
This book deserves a place on the shelf of grieving parents as well as bereavement care providers. As 
an African-American woman by birth and a leadership coach by profession, this authorôs voice 
resonates with a broad audience and she writes about her internal process with emotional intelligence. 
She speaks candidly about her experiences with health care practitioners, and we in the profession can 
learn muchðabout what weôre doing both wrong and rightðfrom this kind of feedback. 
 
The bookôs satisfying end includes the well-earned subsequent births of her two surviving children. The 
epilogue is beyond precious.  Tissues are a required accessory to this reading experience.
